The color palette for the Block of Many Color Il coordinates the main focus fabric’s col-
ors of salmon, gold, green, cranberry & deep purple.

This Block of the Month differs from its predecessors as the blocks are designed to fit together without sashing, creat-
ing a secondary, small star block where the 16” blocks’ corners meet.
