As some of our teachers travel quite a distance to provide classes at our store, they all have indicated a required 
“minimum” attendance level that needs to be met to hold any given class. For the first two months since our opening, 
our teachers have been very willing to ignore the “minimum” and teach a class even with only one student. We want 
to personally thank them for their understanding and patience.  

In order to effectively manage our training classes, effective July 1, 2004, Forever In Stitches is instituting new 
policies regarding our training classes.  

• All classes must be paid for in advance. We can accept credit card information to pay for a class reservation 
phoned in to us.  

• Only paid student reservations will “count” towards that minimum class attendance tally. It is up to the discretion 
of the instructor to hold a class if the minimum number of students has not been reached.  

• The cancellation decision will be made at least one day in advance of the class.  

• All students will be notified at least one day in advance if a class is canceled.  

• All fees will be refunded for cancelled classes. 

• A student must call us to cancel a class reservation more than 3 days in advance of class. (e.g. a Friday class 
can be cancelled on Monday). 

• Students who inform us of a cancellation in advance will be credited the price of their class back in the form of a 
gift certificate, merchandise and/or another class. No cash back. 

• No-show attendees as well as those who cancel within three days of the class will receive no refund. 

• The class minimum varies by class. The minimum for each class is published with its description. If you do not 
see a published minimum, please contact us.
